The Chinese are Coming. [ read an interesting article
in the Liverpool Echo the other week. leading with
“More than 500 Chinese students are expected to be
studying in Liverpool by 20107, Following up from the
Liverpool University’s setting up a campus at the Chi-
nese city of Suzou, near Shanghai, two years ago, offer-
ing University of Liverpool accredited degrees, as part
of the course which can be completed at Suzhou, is the
offer that after 2 years, the remainder of the course can
be completed at Liverpool Uni. This year is the first time
Chinese students have been able to take up this offer, and
ahout 100, - two thirds of the initial intake, have moved
to the city, (Liverpool, I assume). The first intake was
150, in 2007 it was 570, this year 800 and next year,
2500 arc expected. ['ve never heard of Suzhou, but I
believe it is an Industrial City bigger than Birmingham
with a population over 1 million.

I can hear you all ‘thinking’, what’s all this got to do
with the Liverpool League, well considering that at least
L in 4 people play, or have played, table tennis in China,
looking at those possibie numbers of students coming
here, if we follow this up it may present us with the
answer to our declining player numbers. I’m not sure if
our antiquated club system could cope, { one or two
nights in a church hall or similar), but the University
have all the required facilities, they used to enter many
good teams in our league, but dropped out due to the
changing structure of Uni. life. But with this influx of
Chinese Students, [ would imagine that the University
Organisation would be extremely interested in an ap-
proach from the league. There are some of our clubs who
could, I’m sure, accommodate some of these possible
new players, I’m thinking of Christ the King, Cadwa and
Harold House, because of their proximity to the Uni.
campuses. We only have to look around the National
table tennis scene to scc how many Chinese players are
appearing, and the impact they are having at the highest
level, worth thinking about 11!,

But like most good things, there is a downside, being
new to the city, players would require collecting and
runping around and would entail somecone ‘putting
themselves out’, I think ITarold House know about this,
but I'm sure the benefits outweigh the negatives.
Unless, the Uni. could get involved at a high level and
took control of the situation, we, in the sport think in
terms of -: China — Sport — Table Tennis!!

Rules applicable to these Laws.

Don't throw those pimpled rubbers away just yet,
they may not be “authorised” but as yet, they aren’t
banned in local league play!!

13. On behalf of the English Schools’ Table Tennis
Association, their President, John Amold, gave an
excellent presentation encouraging all present to
support the work that is taking place in schools.
Bridges are being built through Primary Linked
Teachers, Partnership Development Managers
and School Sport Co-ordinators. Competition Man-
agers have now been appointed in 46 Counties to
work in County Competition Clusters within
schools. There are 21 sports involved and there-
fore the Competition Managers need support and
encouragement to accept and develop table tennis
within each school. He urged that ETTA and EST-
TA work together with these Competition Manag-
ers to maximise this opportunity for the future of
table tennis.

18. The Vice-Chairman (Development) reported
that there was a huge amount of interest in table
tennis at the School and Sports Partnerships con-
ference recently held in Telford, with over 300 re-
source packs and other information handed out to
the schools community.

The above passages, {3 and 19, are being enacted in the
Liverpool Schools scene already, Liverpool Schools now
have a Sports Co-ordinator, Mr Paul O 'Leary, who has
afready started a compelitive table tennis league be-
tween a number of schools, with a big input from Stan
Clarke and Dave Graham. to my mind this is the best way
of encouraging youngsters to play table tennis. and with
a bit of luck, carry on after school. Our present Club
system doesn't really encowrage youngsters into the
system because of space, and playing times, but maybe
with more use of school space things may change, but we
need more Stan Clarkes and Dave Grahams.

Congratulations I.inacre

The all veteran Linacre club, recently cel-
ebrated 60 years since joining the League
with founder member and current Sccre-
tary Jack Davidson, still a regular playing
member. On Monday October 18th 1943.
the newly formed Linacre Men's Club,
played their first ever Liverpool League
match when they entertained St. Peter and
St. Paul CYMS at Bridge Road, Lither-
land. Brothers Alec and Jack Davidson,
Frank Tacey, Tom Larkin and 'Mac'
McGonigle, in that opening fixture, had,
however, previously played together for
Linacre Boys' Club.

With the League comprising of 104 clubs,
Linacre were placed in the North Region,
facing teams from Bootle Civil Defence,
Bibby's, British Enka, Hamilton Missien, Waterloo Park, Sileock's, Vernon's, Waterloo Park and the CYMS team.
Their record in that first season, showed them having wen six, drawn four with six losses, to finish in a respectable
fourth place - champions Waterloo Park chalking up a 100% record from their 16 fixtures

Originally known as Linacre Men's Club, they joined the League at the start of the 1948/49 season and have played
in at least seven different divisions in that time. The peak of their achievements was the singte scason they spent in
division one in the late sixties.

EDDIE CAMERON _ 1919 - 2008

What a man. Quiet, unassuming, sensible, intelligent, fair minded and pos-
sessing a talent for injecting common sense into a debate, when those
around, wore blinkers.

Born on January 10th 1919, Eddie took over from George Williams as
League Fixture Secretary in 1955, a position he held until 1993.  After
meeting Eddie as a player in the late 60's, | got to know mm better after
joining him on the Management Committee and later, when [ visited his
house at least twice a week from 1981, to collect score cards until he re-
tired from the position. T served on the Rules Committee with Eddic, Ken
Armson, Brian Leeson and John Q'Sullivan and his presence, provided a perfect foil for Ken, who, 1 know, val-
ued his contribution very much, as well as the cakes and scones served up by Wyn at 44 Wavertree Green,

He was well respected by all on Committee and in particular, for the way he dealt with problems and issues
which were set before us. Never allowing himself to become too involved in an issuc, he invariably helped us
emecrge with a satisfactory conclusion to the problem.

As well as talking TT, Eddie, being a staunch LFC fan, quite often recalled stories from when he watched the
Reds' from the old boys' pen on Kemiyn Road more than eighty years ago. We had plenty to talk about, of
course, since Eddie saw all but four of their record 18 division one title successes, together with the many major
cup final triumphs.

Among the players' at Eddie’s club, Viciory Park, where he held the position ot Secretary, were brother Don,
the League's Treasurer from 1957-1988 and Stan Harvey, who in 1948 was the ATM

(later A.T.E./Plessey) secretarv and the Business Houses League Treasurer. Both of whom have passed away,
while Mike Truman, who also played for Trinity, was a player with Victoria Park. Following the demise of the
club, Eddie moved to Crawfords and Electric Supply, which was his last club.

Until his last effort in the Digest, he had submitted copy 1o every issue since the first in 1950, a feat of which he
was proud and one which may never, be equalled.

Eddie was a Life Member of the League, whilst Wyn, also known as Mrs. Fixture Secretary, was a Vice Presi-
dent, in appreciation for the unseen work she did, when Eddie was out ot the country on business.

Eddies funeral was attended by a packed chapel at Springwood which included six members of the League. His
two children, Susan, who lives in Sheffield and Lan, now living in Sale, spoke [ondly at 'The Pub in the Park’
where, as one does at times like these, of old times about football and table tennis. There, [ met a relative of
Eddie, John Lewis, who said he worked and played in the same tcam as George Smith

at Lockheed's in the Business Houses League,

Louis Armstrong's '"What a Wonderful World' was played as the funeral procession ar-
rived while "You'll Never Walk Along' said it all, at the end of the service.
