League Headgquariers ?

Sume two vears ago the Management
Comnpittee proposed starting a League
Headguarters, but the proposilion,
though having a majority in favour at
the Annual General Meeting, did not
get the required two-thirds.

I make no apologics for re-opening
this ma''er, for, in my view, the
League cannot continue to . progress
until it has its own THeadquarters.
No one doubls the advantages to the
League of having its own home; a
place where all General Meetings and
Committee Meetings could he held,
where tournaments hnd ‘representa-
tive matches would be played; a centre
for an increased coaching scheme, and,
most important of all, a place where
all could call in and meet one another
over a friendly game and a cup of lea.

Why then. with such advantages, did
the proposal fail?

First and foremost, T helieve it failed
for  the Management  Committee
bungled the joh. They did not come
cut  with their proposal until the
Annnal General Meeting and did every-
thing through the Club Secretaries,
who had little time to consult all their
memhers on such a vital matter,

BEGIN EARLY

The joh sheuld he tackled carly in
the seasop  when  interest and
enthosiasm i= at its height. then by
the time the Annual General Mceting
comes round any alteration in mle
which iz required could have been
thoroughly thrashed out.

The scheme failed Thecause a
minority at the Annual General Meet-
ing did not agree with the compulzory
nature of the proposals. Like most
peopie I do not look with favour on
compulcory things, but if it is felt that
this is the only way to get a desired
object, and the majority agree. surely,
that is enough.

In speaking to many of those who
voted against the proposition, 1 found
they were all in favour of a League
Headquarters if it was rin ¢n a volun-
tary basis, but thev could not tell me
how it could he put into practice and
at the same time guarantee an income
sufficient to keep the Headaonarters
going. In fairness to the Manage-
ment  Commitiee, they cannot he

expected  to launch =uch a scheme
with vour imoney if they Jdo not have
ihisx goarantec.

Other members from the Cheshive
side of the river felt it would he no
good to them, as they would he paying
for some other person’s enjoynient.
With thiz view [ vcould have little
svupathy. for a central site in town
would he just as easy for them to get
to and froin as for people living in the
snhburbs o T.iverpeol.

There is one other point of con-
siderable  importance. With  the
League's greatly increased membher-
ship, thete must bhe a great number
of members, who, bevond having a
game in their club and one match per
week., have no other interest in table
tennis. There are some  members
who pav their registration fee and
never even take part in a League
meteh. Are Lhese pecple going to -
leave the Tweague if subscriptions are
raisad?

There would he no problem if all
orr memhbers gave the T.eague their
100 rer cent. enthusiasm and support.
buf s cannot he expected. and these
peonle. wha are inst nlayine members,
are fully entitled {0 adopt this attitude,
