Apart
from anything else the net result is a loss to the League, for the ideas °
of as many as possible must only serve to bring the organisation
nearer to perfection. ‘

May we suggest therefore that every one gives the matter some
thought ; discuss ideas with fellow members and if necessary have -
proposals brought forward at the next A.G.M.

We give a number of possible starting points for discussion.

Reorganisation of the divisions, a subject arousing considerable
interest and being carefully considered at the moment.

Reviving the divisional cup for competition among Division
3, 4 and 5 (Liverpool and Wirral) on knock-out lines.

A similar tournament was successful in 1950-51. Some may
think the Second Division should be included but is felt that they
should be grouped with the First Division.

Regional tournaments rules need tightening up. Women regional
players for instance, have little chance of success while most of the
leading women playvers of the League are ¢ligible for the Regional
tournaments, Regional tournaments and the Hyde Cup should be
confined to players who are registered tegional players.
